MSNA has sponsored safe staffing legislation to protect patients in Maine Hospitals!  The Maine Hospital Patient Protection Act of 2007 will:

· Mandate Safe Staffing by setting direct-care nurse-to-patient staffing ratios necessary for safe nursing care and for retention and recruitment of qualified direct-care RNs.

· Recognize direct-care nurses’ duty and right to be a patient advocate.

· Provide effective protection against retaliation for reporting unsafe patient care and for refusing unsafe patient care assignments.

In order for this legislation to pass we need to be ready!  We need a network of concerned citizens, the Patient Protection Squad, throughout the state to help get safe staffing passed by writing letters, telling our stories, visiting legislators and talking with other nurses and patients.
